• On April 16, 2019, the FDA announced the discontinuation of Merck’s Rebetol (ribavirin) oral 
solution.  
 

— The discontinuation was due to business reasons and is not due to any safety, efficacy or 
quality issues. 

— Rebetol will be discontinued on or near June 2019. 
— Brand Rebetol capsules will continue to be available. Generic ribavirin is currently available 

as a tablet and capsule. 
 

• Rebetol in combination with interferon alfa-2b (pegylated and nonpegylated) is indicated for the 
treatment of chronic hepatitis C in patients ≥ 3 years of age with compensated liver disease. 
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
